cannot login (or will be on someone else’s profile!). | have attempted today to change the link so that
it will ask you for the Renaissance ID (which is on the webpage above the link). If this does not work,
please help your child to use an incognito/private browser tab. The reason for the ervor is a historic
change in ID on AR. If your browser is remembering where you went, it will now take you to the
wrong school. By using a private/incognito window to use the link on the class page, it should take

you to the correct place. If not, there are always opportunities for the children to quiz at school.
